If	they	are	doing	well,	they	will	think	the	divorce	was	a	good	decision	and	probably	should	have	been	done
sooner.	If,	on	the	other	hand,	theyre	miserable,	depressed,	and	lonely,	they	may	wish	they	had	put	more	effort	into	making	it	work.	Each	couple	will	move	through	this	transition	in	their	own	way	based	on	their	history,	childhood	wounds,	and	overall	mental	and	physical	health,	but	starting	over	is	always	a	process	that	tends	to	follow	certain	patterns.
