And	there	are	a	couple	of	trends	in	the	oil	industry	when	it	comes	to	viscosity:Oil	viscosity	numbers	are	getting
lowerLighter	weight	oils	work	better	than	they	used	to	at	high	temperaturesEmissions	and	fuel	economy	requirements	have,	in	many	cases,	driven	manufacturers	to	use	lighter	weight	oils.	Since	EPA	measures	include	a	cold	start,	light	weight	oil	helps	cars	perform	better	in	that	test.	Also,	engine	tolerances	are	much	tighter	than	in	past	years.
