on	Google	and	the	company	has	launched	a	hardware	key	called	Titan,	Apple	is	also	rolling	them	out	across	their	products,	and	Amazon	also	made	the	move	to	launch	passkeys	last	year.Passkeys	dont	put	as	much	onus	on	the	account	holder	to	remember	long,	complex	passwords,	and	they	make	the	entire	sign-in	process	more	seamless.	Overall,
passkeys	are	an	extremely	promising	alternative	to	passwords	and	one	day,	they	might	replace	them	altogether.	Although	this	is	unlikely	to	happen	in	the	next	five	years	we	are	creatures	of	habit,	after	all	expect	to	see	some	significant	shifts	sooner	than	that.That	being	said,	passwords	arent	going	to	vanish	overnight,	so	being	aware	of	and
implementing	the	best	practices	is	still	incredibly	important.
