It's	more	common	to	hear	the	preterite,	or	simple	past,	used	in	Latin	America	to	talk	about	something	that	just	happened.	El	presente	perfecto	is	a	basic	tense	that	you	need	to	know	if	youre	learning	past	tenses	in
Spanish.	But	since	our	language	has	more	than	one	past	tense,	I	find	that	a	lot	of	people	want	to	know	what	the	present	perfect	tense	is	in	Spanish.	Present	perfect	in	Spanish	is	a	past	tense	that	is	used	to	talk	about	past	actions	that	happened	in	a	moment	close	to	the	moment	of	speaking	or	that	still	have	repercussions	in	the	present. perfect	is	built	with	the	present	form	of	haber	and	past	participle	verbs.	Presente	perfecto	is	an	important	tense	that	you	want	to	get	familiar	with. So	far	I	havent	talked	to	Sean,	but	by	using	Spanish	present	perfect,	Im	saying	that	I	still	have	time	to	do	it!	Not	mentioning	when	a	past	action	took	place	Another	common	use	of	the	present	perfect	in
Spanish	is	to	talk	about	actions	that	were	done	in	an	unspecified	period	of	time	between	past	and	present.	In	this	case,	explaining	when	something	happened	is	less	important	than	actually	sharing	the	information.	But	we	can	assume	that	the	action	took	place	close	to	the	present.	This	use	of	the	present	perfect	can	be	applied	when	talking	about	news,
recent	events	or	simply	sharing	some	information	with	another	person. Present	perfect	refers	to	recent	past	actions	and	it	emphasizes	the	fact
that	they	are	still	happening	now	or	are	relevant	to	the	present.	Many	students	struggle	to	understand	when	theyre	supposed	to	use	Spanish	present	perfect	or	preterite.
