Now	that	we	have	covered	official	Assurance	Wireless	phones,	we’d	also	like	to	tell	you	that	non-officially	you	may	be	able	to	use	any	unlocked	phone	with	Assurance	Wireless	SIM	card.	With	that	in	mind,	you	can	always	try	inserting	your	Assurance	Wireless	SIM	card	in	an	unlocked	phone	available	to
you	and	see	if	it	connects	to	the	Assurance	Wireless	network	(see	the	previous	section). Note:	Officially,	Assurance	Wireless	does	not	offer	the	‘Bring	Your	Own	Phone’	option,	which	means	that
they	encourage	you	to	use	their	SIM	card	and	thus	their	services	with	their	devices.	However,	(as	per	the	above	two	sections)	you	may	try	using	their	SIM	card	with	other	SIM-capable	(all	phones	made	after	2015)	devices.	Switching	Assurance	Wireless	SIM	card	is	no	different	than	switching	any	other	SIM	card.	It	is	very	simple	and	here	are	the
steps:	Turn	of	your	Assurance	Wireless	phone.Open	the	SIM	card	slot	(in	phones	that	have	removable	batteries,	the	SIM	card	slot	tends	to	be	located	underneath	the	battery;	for	a	phone	with	non-removable	batteries,	the	SIM	card	slot	tends	to	be	accessed	from	the	side	of	the	phone	using	a	special	SIM-slot	opened	tool	(a	paperclip	will	also	do	the
trick).Take	the	SIM	card	out	of	the	SIM	card	slot.Open	the	SIM	card	slot	on	another	phone	and	insert	the	SIM	card.	Make	sure	to	position	it	properly.If	applicable,	reassemble	the	phone	and	turn	it	on.If	asked	for	the	PIN	number,	enter	it.Once	your	phone	turns	on,	it	will	automatically	connect	to	Assurance	Wireless	network	or	you	may	be	required	to
enter	the	settings	>	network	and	try	to	connect	manually.If	the	phone	is	able	to	connect	and	if	you	can	perform	the	basic	actions	(accepting	and	making	a	call),	you	are	able	to	use	the	Assurance	SIM	card	with	that	phone.		Generally	speaking,	switching	SIM	card	is	a	safe	(completely	noninvasive)	procedure	that	does	not	require	prior	phone	back	up.
However,	if	you	want	to	be	on	a	safer	side,	you	may	back	up	your	device	prior	to	this	action.	Moreover,	if	your	contact	list	is	not	too	long,	you	may	always	use	your	SIM	card	to	store	your	contact	on	it	and	thus	immediately	have	it	on	the	other	phone.	To	do	so,	you	will	need	to	access	your	phonebook	settings,	select	all	contacts	and	save	them	to	your

However,	these	days	most	of	the	data	is	stored	on	the	phones,	which	means	that	when	you	transfer	your	SIM	card	to	another	phone,	all	your	messages,	photos,	videos,	and	in	most	cases	(unless	you’ve	been	saving	your	contacts	to	your	SIM	card)	even	your	contacts	stay	in	your	previous	phone. In	our	case,	an	Assurance	Wireless	phone	would	be	operable	with	other	SIM	cards	and
thus	other	carriers	after	being	unlocked	or	SIM-unlocked.	To	be	very	specific,	Assurance	Wireless	calls	this	Domestic	SIM	Unlock	(DSU).	Now	days	there	is	a	general	unlocking	policy	based	on	a	nation-wide	law	set	in	place,	which	dictates	that	every	device	may	be	unlocked	when	certain	criteria	is	met.	Note:	Assurance	Wireless	will	only	activate
devices	certified	to	work	with	Assurance	Wireless	services.	Assurance	Wireless	cannot	unlock	phones	provider	by	other	carriers.	Assurance	Wireless	may	refuse	any	unlock	request	that	would	result	in	an	abuse	of	these	policies	or	is	part	of	an	effort	to	defraud	Assurance	Wireless	or	its	customers.	These	policies	are	subject	to	change	at	Assurance
Wireless’s	discretion	without	advance	notice.	General	Eligibility	for	Unlocking	Assurance	Wireless	will	unlock	a	device	under	the	following	circumstances:	The	device	has	not	been	reported	as	lost	or	stolen	or	otherwise	flagged	as	ineligible	to	be	unlocked.The	device	has	been	active	on	the	associated	account	for	at	least	12	months. meet	the	above	requirements	and	would	like	to	request	that	your	DSU-capable	device	be	unlocked	and/or	request	the	MSL	Code,	contact	Assurance	Wireless	Customer	Care	by	dialing	1-888-321-5880.	Every	SIM	card	comes	with	its	PUK	number	or	PUK	code.	The	PUK	stands	for	Personal	Unblocking	Key	and	is	used	to	reset	PIN	(Personal
Identification	Number)	code.	So,	in	case	you	mistype	your	PIN	number	3-times	or	forget	it	completely,	you	may	use	PUK	to	reset	it.	You’d	actually	be	surprised	how	many	people	forget	PIN	numbers.	APN	stand	for	Access	Point	Name	and	is	something	the	majority
of	average	users	do	not	need	to	know	about.	However,	if	you	want	to	be	able	to	set	certain	settings	on	your	own,	you	may	want	to	read	the	text	below.	An	APN	is	the	name	of	a	gateway	between	the	4G	mobile	network	(also	GSM,	GPRS,	3G)	and	computer	network	connecting	to	the	public	internet.	The	APN	is	used	to	identify	the	PDN	(packet	data
network)	that	a	mobile	data	user	wants	to	communicate	with.	To	get	the	step-by-step	instructions	on	how	to	set	APN	for	Assurance	Wireless	properly,	use	your	search	engine	and	enter	‘wireless	APN	for	assurance	wireless’.
