Smart	TVs	have	proven	to	be	a	great	choice	for	just	about	anyone	looking	to	get	a	new	TV.	No	longer	do	you	actually	need	to	get	separate
devices,	such	as	a	Roku	TV,	Apple	TV,	or	Fire	TV,	since	now	you	can	just	get	the	apps	through	your	TV	instead.	There	are	a	lot	of	smart	TV	creators,	including	by	Roku,	but	also	by	LG.	However,	for	a	lot	of	LG	TV	owners,	they	have	trouble	figuring	out	where	the	power	button	is	on	their	LG	TV.	While	the	power	button	can	be	located	on	a	lot	of	spots	on
a	TV	(side,	bottom,	even	on	the	back	at	times),	LG	TVs	that	have	power	buttons	typically	place	the	button	on	the	LG	TV	right	below	the	LG	logo	and	on	the	bottom	of	the	TV.	But	does	the	LG	TV	have	just	a	power	button	on	it?	Which	LG	TVs	have	a	power	button?	And	what	do	you	do	if	your	LG	TV	is	not	powering	on	at	all?	Televisions	have	often	had
buttons	on	them	at	varying	spots,	though	more	recently,	buttons	have	been	limited,	or	sometimes	removed	altogether.	Thus,	it	may	make	people	wonder	whether	their	LG	TV	even	has	a	way	to	power	it	on	with	the	TV	itself.	If	your	LG	TV	is	one	of	the	TVs	to	have	a	power	button,	it	will	usually	be	found	on	the	bottom	of	the	television	in	the	middle,
below	where	the	LG	logo	is	located.	Unfortunately,	this	may	not	always	be	the	case,	as	some	LG	TVs	may	not	have	a	power	button	at	all.	In	this	case,	the	only	thing	you	can	do	to	power	your	LG	TV	on	or	off	would	be	to	use	a	remote	or	a	digital	app.	If	you	cannot	find	a	power	button	on	your	LG	TV,	refer	to	your	TV’s	user	manual	to	see	if	you	are	just
missing	it	or	not.	While	the	power	button	is	arguably	the	most	important	button	on	a	TV,	it	is	far	from	the	only	one	you	would	expect	or	want	to	have.	Other	common	buttons	you	might	want	on	your	television	include	volume,	channel	changing,	menu,	and	input.	The	first	two	are	self-explanatory,	while	the	other	two	need	a	little	more	detail.	The	menu
has	a	number	of	settings,	and	these	settings	may	vary	from	television	to	television.	Common	settings	include	brightness,	contrast,	closed	captioning,	screen	size,	and	more.	Meanwhile,	the	input	function	switches	between	different	inputs.	That	is,	things	generally	(but	not	exclusively)	connected	to	the	TV	via	HDMI	cables.	While	newer	LG	TVs	that
have	a	power	button	typically	lack	these	other	buttons,	that	should	not	be	taken	to	mean	that	the	TV	is	unable	to	perform	these	functions	on	its	own.	Some	LG	TVs	are	able	to	do	all	of	these	with	just	the	use	of	the	LG	TV’s	power	button.	To	do	this,	while	powered	on,	tapping	the	power	button	brings	up	a	menu	of	options	(Power	Off,	Inputs,	Volume	Up,
Volume	Down,	Channel	Up,	and	Channel	Down).	Pressing	it	again	switches	to	one	of	these	options.	Once	you	get	to	the	option	you	want,	you	can	select	it	by	holding	it.	More	than	a	few	people	have	experienced	frustration	with	not	having	any	buttons	on	their	TVs	at	all.	When	you	lose	your	remote,	it	can	be	a	difficult	thing	to	be	able	to	use	your
television.	But	why	do	TVs	do	this?	It’s	somewhat	hard	to	say,	as	the	manufacturers	don’t	really	go	into	great	detail	about	why	they	cut	down	on	features.	Some	possible	reasons,	however,	may	have	to	do	with	making	the	TV	look	more	aesthetically	pleasing	and	streamlined,	making	them	cheaper	to	produce,	and	more	cynically,	justify	people	buying
more	remotes	to	buy	them	if	theirs	is	lost	or	broken.	One	annoyance	with	an	LG	TV	that	has	no	power	button	is	that,	if	you	do	not	have	any	external	method	of	powering	off	(such	as	a	remote),	the	only	way	you	can	power	off	the	TV	altogether	would	be	to	unplug	it	from	the	power	source.	Otherwise,	your	next	best	bet	would	be	to	simply	allow	the
television	to	go	into	low-power	mode,	which	is	better	than	wasting	more	power	but	still	worse	than	wasting	none.	Normally,	a	person	would	power	their	TV	off	with	either	the	power	button	on	the	LG	TV	itself	(where	applicable),	or	on	the	device	they	are	using	to	control	it.	There	are	three	common	types	of	devices	that	may	be	used	to	do	this.	The	first
is	the	remote	that	the	television	comes	with.	With	certain	televisions,	they	may	have	a	more	simplified	remote	layout	designed	especially	for	that	TV	(such	as	Roku	with	its	Roku	Remote).	Next,	you	can	use	an	app	on	your	phone	or	tablet	that	is	meant	to	link	to	your	TV	and	control	it	that	way.	LG	TV	is	no	exception	to	this,	and	you	can	get	an	app	on
both	the	Google	Play	Store	and	Apple’s	App	Store.	Your	last	option	would	be	to	buy	a	replacement	remote,	typically	a	universal	remote.	This	kind	of	remote	confers	a	lot	of	advantages,	such	as	being	able	to	be	used	with	multiple	TVs	and	simply	having	a	lot	more	functionality	than	many	other	remotes.	All	three	of	these	devices	can	often	be	used	by
themselves	to	offer	a	complete	control	experience,	though	having	all	three	at	your	disposal	couldn’t	hurt.	Some	may	have	found	a	way	to	power	on	their	TV,	only	to	find	that	the	TV	doesn’t	respond.	In	this	case,	check	that	the	cable	is	plugged	in	at	both	ends	and	that	the	device	you	are	using	to	power	it	on	has	power	as	well.	If	you’ve	verified	that	it
should	be	working,	consult	with	LG	about	a	possible	repair	or	replacement.	Yes,	LG	TVs	have	buttons	on	them.	Depending	on	the	type	of	LG	TV	you	have,	the	buttons	can	be	physical	or	virtual.	Physical	buttons	can	typically	be	found	on	the	back	or	on	the	side	of	the	TV,	or	within	the	detachable	remote.	This	can	include	buttons	such	as	power	switch,
volume	control,	channel	selector,	input	selectors,	and	more.	Virtual	buttons	are	located	within	the	on-screen	menu	on	certain	models	such	as	LG	Smart	TVs.	These	virtual	buttons	can	be	used	to	control	the	TV	settings,	open	additional	menus	and	specific	apps,	and	more.	How	do	I	use	my	LG	TV	without	the	remote?	Using	your	LG	TV	without	the
remote	is	possible,	but	it	will	require	some	effort	on	your	part.	Depending	on	the	model	you	have,	you	could	use	buttons	located	on	the	TV	or	utilize	the	TV’s	Smartphone	app	if	it	is	smart	TV	compatible.	For	most	LG	TV	models,	you	should	be	able	to	control	the	TV	without	the	remote	by	using	the	buttons	located	on	the	TV	itself.	You	can	generally	use
the	channel,	input	and	volume	buttons	to	control	the	TV	and	access	menu	items.	To	access	the	TV’s	menu	you	can	press	the	menu	button,	to	access	various	setting	options	such	as	the	connection	settings,	click	the	settings	button.	If	the	TV	is	a	smart	TV,	you	can	also	control	the	TV	with	an	LG	smartphone	app.	On	the	app,	you	can	access	various
settings,	enter	text	and	control	the	TV’s	power	and	volume.	Finally,	if	you	cannot	locate	the	remote	and	do	not	feel	comfortable	trying	to	use	the	TV’s	buttons	you	may	want	to	consider	purchasing	a	Universal	Remote	Control	to	access	all	of	the	TV’s	features.	Are	there	manual	volume	buttons	on	LG	TV?	Yes,	there	are	manual	volume	buttons	on	LG	TV.
Most	LG	TVs	have	volume	buttons	located	either	on	the	bottom	or	side	of	the	TV,	allowing	you	to	easily	adjust	the	volume	with	just	a	few	clicks.	Depending	on	the	TV	model,	the	volume	control	may	be	located	on	the	upper	right	or	upper	left	side,	or	along	the	bottom	of	the	TV.	There	may	also	be	a	dedicated	remote	control	with	dedicated	volume
buttons,	enabling	you	to	control	the	sound	levels	without	having	to	use	the	TV	remote.	Some	models	may	provide	a	telescopic	slider	on	the	TV	body	to	adjust	the	volume	levels.	Turning	the	slider	adjusts	the	volume	levels.	Do	all	LG	TVs	have	a	power	button?	No,	not	all	LG	TVs	have	a	dedicated	power	button.	Some	models	of	LG	TVs	have	a	button	that
is	part	of	the	remote	control,	allowing	you	to	turn	the	TV	on	and	off	from	the	remote.	Other	models	have	a	physical	power	button	located	either	on	the	side	or	the	bottom	of	the	TV.	To	determine	if	your	specific	LG	TV	has	a	power	button,	consult	the	user	manual	or	reach	out	to	a	customer	service	representative.	Where	are	the	buttons	on	my	LG	TV?
The	location	of	the	buttons	on	your	LG	TV	will	vary	depending	on	the	model	and	type	of	television.	Generally,	if	your	TV	is	a	newer	model,	the	buttons	will	be	located	on	the	back	or	side	panel	of	the	TV,	if	it	is	a	flat	screen	television.	If	your	TV	is	an	older	model,	the	buttons	may	be	located	on	the	front	bezel.	If	you	are	having	trouble	locating	the
buttons,	you	can	try	looking	for	an	LG	logo	on	the	TV	or	referring	to	the	user	manual	of	your	TV.	Once	you	have	located	the	buttons,	they	should	be	clearly	labeled	with	their	respective	functions.	If	you	cannot	find	the	buttons	or	re-locate	the	user	manual,	LG	provides	support	website,	chat	and	phone	options	to	assist	you.	Specifically,	you	can
reference	LG	USA’s	support	page	at	.	lg.	com/us/support	and	contact	them	directly	with	any	further	questions	at	1-800-243-0000.	How	can	I	turn	my	TV	on	without	the	power	button?	Depending	on	the	make	and	model	of	your	TV,	there	may	be	a	few	ways	to	turn	it	on	without	using	the	power	button.	One	possible	way	is	to	check	the	TV’s	user	manual
or	the	manufacturer’s	website	to	see	if	there	is	a	specific	remote	control	button	that	can	be	used	to	turn	it	on.	Many	newer	TV	models	come	with	a	small	remote	control	that	is	used	to	access	certain	functions	on	the	TV,	including	powering	it	on.	Additionally,	some	TVs	can	be	powered	on	by	plugging	them	into	a	power	outlet.	The	power	outlet	switch
may	need	to	be	manually	toggled	on	in	order	to	initiate	power	to	the	TV.	Finally,	many	TV	models	come	with	an	audio/visual	input	jack	that	allows	audio/visual	devices	such	as	computers	and	game	consoles	to	be	plugged	directly	into	the	TV	for	automatic	power	up.	Why	is	my	LG	TV	not	turning	on?	There	could	be	several	reasons	why	your	LG	TV	is	not
turning	on.	First,	you	should	check	to	make	sure	that	it	is	plugged	in	and	that	the	outlet	is	working.	If	the	outlet	is	working,	you	may	need	to	check	the	power	cord	to	make	sure	that	it	is	securely	plugged	in	to	both	the	wall	outlet	and	the	back	of	the	TV.	Additionally,	you	may	want	to	check	the	power	switch	located	on	the	back	of	the	TV	and	make	sure
that	it	is	in	the	ON	position.	If	the	electricity	and	the	power	switch	seem	to	be	working	correctly,	then	you	may	want	to	check	that	the	batteries	in	the	remote	control	are	working.	If	they	are	not,	replace	them	and	see	if	the	TV	turns	on.	If	the	TV	still	does	not	turn	on,	there	may	be	an	issue	with	either	the	software	or	the	hardware.	First,	attempt	to
access	the	TV’s	menu	to	see	if	you	can	turn	it	on	from	there.	If	you	cannot	access	the	menu,	try	unplugging	the	TV	from	the	power	source,	giving	it	a	few	minutes,	and	then	plugging	it	back	in.	This	can	help	reset	the	TV’s	software	in	some	cases.	If	none	of	these	solutions	work,	you	may	need	to	contact	either	the	manufacturer	or	a	professional
technician	to	have	the	TV	serviced.	How	do	I	start	my	LG	TV?	Starting	your	LG	TV	is	quite	simple.	First,	make	sure	your	TV	is	plugged	in	and	that	you	have	all	the	necessary	cables	connected.	If	you	are	using	an	external	device	such	as	a	DVD	player	or	a	streaming	service,	make	sure	that	it	is	also	connected	properly.	Then,	press	the	power	button	on
the	remote	or	the	TV	itself.	This	will	turn	the	TV	on.	If	you	are	controlling	the	TV	through	an	external	device,	you	will	need	to	launch	the	device	by	following	the	prompts	on	the	screen.	Once	the	TV	is	on,	you	will	be	presented	with	the	main	home	screen.	From	here,	you	can	access	all	the	features,	applications,	and	settings	of	your	TV.	You	can	also
access	external	devices,	such	as	cable	boxes	and	DVD	players,	by	going	to	the	Devices	menu.	Finally,	you	can	make	all	of	your	necessary	adjustments	in	the	settings.	Here,	you	can	turn	on	or	off	features,	change	the	picture	settings,	and	select	the	audio	output.	Once	your	LG	TV	is	set	up	and	all	the	necessary	connections	are	made,	you	are	ready	to
enjoy	all	the	features	your	TV	has	to	offer.	Where	is	the	power	button	on	LG	monitor?	The	power	button	on	LG	monitors	is	located	on	the	underside	of	the	monitor,	in	the	bottom	left-hand	corner	near	the	VGA	and	HDMI	port.	It	should	be	labeled	“On/Off”	or	“Power”	and	is	usually	a	circular,	gray/black	button.	To	turn	the	monitor	on,	firmly	press	the
button	until	you	hear	a	slight	click.	When	powering	off,	press	the	button	in	the	same	manner.	Please	be	aware	that	if	you	are	using	an	LG	monitor	with	a	removable	base,	you	may	need	to	first	detach	the	base	before	you	can	press	the	power	button.	How	do	you	change	the	input	on	a	LG	Smart	TV	without	the	remote?	It	is	possible	to	change	the	input
on	a	LG	Smart	TV	without	the	remote,	though	it	takes	a	few	steps.	First,	you	need	to	locate	and	press	the	‘Input’	button	on	the	TV	itself.	This	should	be	located	in	the	middle	of	the	bottom	half	of	the	TV.	Usually,	it	looks	like	a	square	with	arrows	pointing	outward.	Once	you’ve	pressed	the	input	button,	you	will	see	a	list	of	input	options	on	the	screen.
To	select	the	correct	input,	you	need	to	use	the	arrow	buttons	located	at	the	bottom	of	the	TV.	To	navigate	to	the	desired	input,	use	the	left	and	right	arrow	buttons.	When	you’ve	located	the	desired	input,	press	the	central	‘OK’	button.	That	should	allow	you	to	change	the	input	without	the	remote.	If	you	find	the	TV	unresponsive	and	you	can’t	get	it	to
change	the	input,	you	may	need	to	manually	reset	the	TV.	To	do	this,	you’ll	need	to	press	the	power	button	located	on	the	back	of	the	TV.	Depending	on	the	model,	there	may	be	a	switch	or	a	button.	Push	down	the	switch	or	hold	in	the	button	for	a	few	seconds	and	then	release.	This	should	reset	the	TV	and	it	should	now	respond.	How	do	I	change	my
LG	TV	back	to	HDMI?	In	order	to	change	your	LG	TV	back	to	HDMI,	you	must	first	identify	the	type	of	HDMI	port	you	wish	to	connect	your	device	to.	Depending	on	the	model	of	your	LG	TV,	it	may	have	an	HDMI	1,	2	or	3	port.	To	determine	the	type	of	port	on	your	TV,	you	can	refer	to	your	TV’s	manual	or	model	number.	Once	you	have	identified	the
port	you	wish	to	connect	to,	you	can	switch	your	TV	back	to	HDMI.	To	do	this,	you	will	need	to	access	your	TV’s	menu	and	select	the	input	source	option.	Once	you	are	in	this	menu,	you	can	select	the	HDMI	port	that	you	have	identified	on	your	TV.	Selecting	this	port	should	switch	your	TV	back	to	the	HDMI	source.	You	may	also	need	to	enable	the
HDMI-CEC	function.	To	do	this,	access	your	TV’s	menu	and	select	the	system	option.	Here	you	will	find	an	option	for	HDMI-CEC	or	EasyLink	and	it	may	need	to	be	enabled	in	order	for	the	HDMI	connection	to	be	established.	Once	you	have	enabled	this	option,	you	should	be	able	to	switch	your	LG	TV	back	to	the	HDMI	input	source.	If	you	are	still
having	trouble	switching	your	LG	TV	back	to	HDMI,	you	may	need	to	check	the	cables	and	connections	that	you	are	using.	Make	sure	that	all	the	cables	are	plugged	in	securely	and	that	all	the	connections	are	in	working	order.	If	everything	appears	to	be	connected	properly,	you	may	need	to	reset	the	TV.	Refer	to	your	TV’s	manual	for	more
information	on	how	to	do	this.	Why	is	HDMI	not	working	on	my	LG	TV?	There	could	be	several	reasons	as	to	why	your	HDMI	port	on	your	LG	TV	may	not	be	working.	The	first	thing	to	check	is	to	ensure	the	correct	HDMI	cable	is	being	used.	Some	cables	are	not	compatible	with	all	TVs,	so	you	will	want	to	verify	it	is	the	correct	one.	Additionally,	you
will	want	to	check	the	ports	themselves	to	make	sure	nothing	is	bent	or	broken	and	that	they	are	clean	of	any	debris,	dust,	or	corrosion.	You	should	also	check	your	HDMI	settings	on	the	TV	to	make	sure	that	it	is	not	set	to	an	incorrect	port	or	that	it	is	not	disabled	on	the	TV	itself.	Additionally,	you	will	want	to	double-check	that	the	HDMI	cable	is
connected	to	the	correct	input	on	the	TV	and	the	correct	output	on	your	device.
