I’m	going	to	list	everything	I	use	today,	but	there	are	lots	of	other	options	as	well.	*	Some	of	the	links	in	this	post	may	be	affiliate	links.	This	means	I	receive	small	commissions	for	purchases	made	through
these	links	at	no	extra	cost	to	you.	All	butterflies	are	symmetrical,	but	their	over	shape	can	vary	a	little	bit.	Some	have	shapes	that	are	fairly	simplistic,	while	others	look	a	bit	more	fancy.	To	draw	your	butterfly,	begin	by	making	the	main	body.	To	do	this,	start	with	a	circle	and	an	oval	directly	below	the	circle.	It	should	look	kind	of	like	an	exclamation
point.	Whenever	you	are	drawing	something,	it’s	important	to	break	it	down	into	basic	shapes.		Learning	how	to	draw	is	really	about	learning	how	to	see.	And	if	you	can	see	the	basic	shapes	in	something,	then	you’ll	be	much	more	successful	in	your	artistic	journey.	You	can	learn	more	about	this	technique	at,	How	to	Use	Shapes	to	Draw.	Next,	you
need	to	draw	the	shape	of	your	wings.	There	are	four	different	sections	for	the	wings.	Two	on	the	left,	and	two	on	the	right.	Make	a	couple	of	small	marks	on	the	top	of	the	body	to	indicate	where	you	want	the	placement	of	the	upper	part	of	the	wings	to	be.	Draw	a	curved	line	that	is	rounded	at	the	corner,	and	goes	up	to	form	the	top	part	of	the	wing.
The	top	of	your	wing	should	come	out	further	than	the	bottom.	Start	at	your	other	indication	mark,	curving	that	line	up	and	connecting	to	your	first	line.	Notice	the	overall	shape	of	the	wing.	And	be	sure	to	keep	your	pencil	lines	light	until	you	are	happy	with	how	your	drawing	looks.	Now	move	onto	the	lower	section	of	that	wing.	Draw	this	section	of
the	wing	so	it	comes	off	of	the	upper	section	and	curves	around	and	back	to	the	body.	You	want	to	avoid	any	sharp	edges	when	drawing	your	lines,	so	always	curve	anything	you	draw.	For	the	opposite	side	of	your	butterfly	wings,	draw	a	mirror	image	of	what	you	just	drew.	Butterflies	are	symmetrical	so	the	two	sides	should	match.	Draw	a	couple	of
antennae	on	the	top	of	its	head.	That’s	it	for	the	basic	shape	of	your	butterfly.	Now	let’s	move	and	add	some	beauty	to	your	drawing.	Next	you	need	to	draw	in	the	details	and	patterns	for	the	wings.	This	is	where	your	butterfly	starts	to	look	interesting.	If	you	look	at	the	details	of	a	butterfly’s	wings	there	are	wider	areas	of	black	around	the	edges	and
at	the	top.	Let’s	begin	by	adding	that	detail	in	first.	To	do	this,	add	some	thickness	to	the	top	section	of	each	wing	by	drawing	another	line	along	the	inside	edge.	When	you	get	to	the	top	of	the	wing,	curve	that	line	around	so	it	leaves	an	open	section.	This	is	where	your	patterns	will	be	drawn	in.	Do	the	same	thing	for	the	bottom	section	of	each	wing.
Make	the	outside	edges	slightly	wider	than	you	did	for	the	top	of	the	wings.	Don’t	forget	to	keep	everything	symmetrical.	Now	it’s	time	to	draw	in	some	patterns	for	your	butterfly,	which	is	where	the	colors	will	go.	Most	of	your	patterns	will	go	in	that	section	you	drew	in	on	at	the	top	corner	of	each	wing.	Draw	a	small,	curved	line,	to	use	as	a	guide.
Next,	add	a	few	triangles	along	that	curved	line.	You	can	vary	the	size	and	shape	of	your	triangles.	But	keep	your	edges	rounded	and	avoid	sharp	corners.	After	that’s	done,	fill	in	the	rest	of	that	area	with	smaller	rectangles	or	triangles.	Keep	going	until	you	run	out	of	room	to	draw	them.	Now	we	need	to	add	some	lines	for	the	inside	of	the	wings.
Draw	your	first	line	from	the	body	to	the	upper	corner	of	the	wing.	Avoid	drawing	a	perfectly	straight	line.	Allow	your	line	to	curve	back	and	forth	a	little.	Add	a	few	additional	lines	coming	from	that	main	line,	down	to	the	bottom	of	your	wing.	Follow	that	same	process	for	the	lower	section	of	the	wing.	We	need	to	add	a	little	more	detail	to	this	section
though.	Fill	in	the	lower	section	of	your	butterfly	wing	by	adding	in	a	few	more	lines	coming	from	that	main	line	that	you	drew.	Finish	up	your	drawing	by	completing	the	opposite	side	of	your	butterfly.	Make	sure	you	are	keeping	everything	symmetrical.	Finish	up	your	butterfly	drawing	by	adding	in	more	patterns	at	the	bottom	section	of	the	right
side	wing.	And	then	fill	in	the	left	side	of	your	butterfly	wing	the	same	way.	When	you	are	happy	with	how	your	drawing	looks,	go	over	your	pencil	lines	with	a	black	pen	or	marker.	I’m	using	a	Pitt	Artist	pen	for	my	drawing,	but	you	can	use	whatever	pen	you’re	comfortable	with.	Use	a	Pink	Pearl	eraser	to	get	rid	of	all	the	pencil	lines	before	adding	in
your	color.	Next,	fill	in	all	the	black	areas	with	your	pen	before	moving	onto	the	next	step,	which	is	coloring	your	butterfly	drawing.	The	other	thing	you	should	do	at	this	stage	of	your	drawing	is	to	round	out	your	lines	on	the	insides	of	the	wings.	This	is	similar	to	how	we	rounded	our	lines	in	An	Introduction	to	Neurographic	Art.	There	are	lots	of
choices	when	it	comes	to	adding	color	to	you	artwork.	I	love	the	vibrancy	of	the	Bic	Intensity	markers,	so	that’s	what	I’ll	be	using	for	this	example.	One	of	the	things	I	always	tell	beginners	is	to	make	sure	you	use	more	than	one	color	for	each	section	of	your	drawing.	This	will	make	your	artwork	look	less	flat.	For	the	butterfly	I	used	Tiki	Hut	Tan,
Peach	Parfait,	Summer	Melon,	Yellow	Blaze,	and	Sunset	Orange.	When	using	markers	to	add	color	to	your	artwork	you	want	to	make	sure	you	blend	them	together	for	a	smooth	transition.	You	can	learn	more	about	this	at	How	to	Blend	Markers	for	Beginners.	There’s	not	much	to	adding	color	to	a	butterfly	drawing.	You	do	want	to	make	sure	you	have
a	little	bit	of	variation	in	the	coloring,	but	there’s	not	a	whole	lot	you	can	do	here.	You	can	finish	by	adding	in	some	white	highlights	using	a	Gelly	Roll	pen. Step	2:	Draw	the	butterfly’s	thorax	(Insects	are	divided	into	three	main	body	parts:	head,	thorax,	and	abdomen).	Step	3:	Draw	the	butterfly’s	abdomen:	It	should	be	longer	than	the	thorax.	Step	4:
Draw	the	antennae	of	the	butterfly.	The	ends	of	the	antennae	tend	to	be	more	round	or	bulbous.	Step	5:	Draw	the	fore	wings.	The	front	wing	of	a	butterfly	tends	to	converge	at	the	same	area	on	the	thorax,	so	keep	this	in	mind.	Also	every	butterfly’s	wing	shape	is	different,	so	feel	free	to	get	creative.	Step	6:	Draw	the	hind	wings.	Step	7:	Draw	an	arch
as	the	first	pattern	in	the	forewing.	Go	about	3/4	of	the	way	up	the	butterfly’s	wing.	Step	8:	We’re	going	to	draw	the	next	vein	pattern,	which	goes	along	the	bottom	of	the	forewing	and	comes	back	up	to	connect	with	the	first	arch	we	made.	The	arch	should	end	close	to	the	bottom	of	the	wing.	Step	9:	Draw	the	next	arch	connecting	to	the	first	arch	we
created.	End	the	arch	close	to	the	outer	edge	of	the	wing.	Step	10:	This	smaller	arch	in	the	butterfly’s	wing	will	be	the	last	main	vein	pattern	we’ll	draw	the	forewing.	Step	11:	Draw	some	circles	near	the	upper	end	of	the	wing.	Step	12:	Draw	an	arch	that	goes	down	along	the	hindwing.	Step	13:	Draw	4	veins	from	the	arch	we	drew	earlier	in	step	12	to
the	outer	edge	of	the	hindwing.	Step	14:	Color	in	the	outer	part	of	the	forewing	of	your	butterfly	drawing	with	black.	Step	15:	Draw	an	outer	edge	on	the	hindwing	of	the	butterfly	drawing	and	color	that	in	with	black.	This	is	how	it	should	look	like	after	coloring	it	in.	Step	16:	Use	an	eraser	to	create	dots	on	the	outer	edge	of	the	butterfly	wing
(Kneaded	eraser	works	best).	You	can	also	use	a	white	marker	or	pen	to	create	these	dots.	Step	17:	Darken	the	edge	between	the	forewing	and	hindwing	of	the	butterfly. Most	drawings	look	difficult	when	we	see	only	the	completed	version,	but	once	the	steps	are	laid	out,	it’s	not	so	difficult.	And	most	importantly,	just	have	fun	drawing!	Want	to	learn	how	to	draw	butterflies?	Then	you	have	come	to	the	right	place	Butterflies	are	some
of	the	most	beautiful	animals	in	nature.	Their	wings	can	have	pretty	much	all	the	colors	of	the	rainbow,	and	every	butterfly	has	a	slightly	different	pattern	as	well.	Not	surprisingly	drawing	a	super	realistic	butterfly	is	very	difficult.	In	this	tutorial	you	will	learn	how	to	draw	a	butterfly	in	a	simple	way	that	even	young	kids	can	follow.	Let’s	start
drawing!	Today’s	tutorial	will	focus	on	drawing.	So	all	you	will	need	is	a	sharp	pencil	and	some	paper.	However,	when	you	finish	drawing	your	butterfly	you	probably	want	to	color	it	as	well.	So	you	might	want	to	prepare	some	colored	pencils,	art	markers,	or	paint	as	well.	How	to	draw	a	butterfly	Start	off	by	drawing	a	long	oval	shape.	This	will	be	the
body	of	your	butterfly.	You	want	to	aim	for	an	oval	that	is	pretty	stretched	out.	If	you	draw	an	oval	that	looks	similar	to	a	circle,	you	will	end	up	with	a	very	chubby	butterfly.	For	the	head	you	want	to	draw	a	circle	above	your	oval.	Try	to	make	the	radius	of	your	circle	equal	or	smaller	to	the	small	radius	of	the	oval.	Meaning	you	don’t	want	your	head	to
be	wider	than	the	body.	Then	add	two	antennae	on	the	head.	In	reality,	these	antennae	are	nearly	straight.	But	I	always	like	to	draw	them	with	a	curl	add	the	end.	Doesn’t	that	make	them	much	cuter?	The	wings	are	the	most	distinct	feature	of	a	butterfly.	And	to	be	honest,	you	can	draw	them	however	you	want!	For	this	example,	I	drew	4	distinct
wings.	Normally	the	upper	wings	are	bigger	than	the	lower	wings.	The	butterfly	wings	I	drew	are	pretty	easy	because	they	are	similar	to	rectangles.	The	tricky	part	is	drawing	both	the	left	and	right	side	similarly.	This	might	take	a	few	tries.	So	start	out	with	thin	lines!	Ok,	now	it’s	time	for	the	fun	part:	drawing	the	pattern	on	the	wings.	In	nature	the
butterfly	wing	pattern	is	often	made	up	out	of	lines,	circles	and	dark	edges.	So	for	my	butterfly	I	made	sure	to	use	lots	of	circles.	But	for	your	butterfly,	you	can	use	anything	you	want.	Now	that	you	finished	your	first	wing,	you	have	arrived	at	the	most	difficult	part.	You	will	have	to	make	the	same	pattern	on	the	opposing	wing.	Depending	on	how
complex	your	first	wing	is,	this	might	be	pretty	easy	or	super	difficult.	You	might	want	to	use	a	ruler	to	make	some	guidelines	to	help	indicate	where	everything	should	go.	Now	you	can	repeat	the	process	for	the	lower	wings.	The	upper	wings	and	lower	wings	don’t	need	to	be	identical.	But	normally	they	do	look	pretty	similar.	That’s	why	I	chose	to	use
some	more	circles.	Now	that	you	finished	drawing	your	butterfly,	you	can	color	it	however	you	want.	Be	creative!	Although	this	is	a	tutorial,	I	encourage	you	to	be	creative	and	actually	not	follow	all	the	steps	exactly.	Especially	when	coming	up	with	a	pattern	for	the	wings,	you	have	the	perfect	opportunity	to	show	your	creativity.	You	can	use	a	photo
as	a	reference	or	you	can	draw	what	every	you	like.	Below	are	some	other	butterfly	wings	I	drew.	As	you	can	see	swirls,	hearts,	or	even	yin-yang	signs	look	pretty	cool	on	their	wings.	What	can	you	come	up	with?	Drawing	realistic	butterfly	wings	For	simplicity,	in	this	tutorial	I	drew	wings	that	are	almost	rectangular.	However,	just	a	simple	Google
search	will	show	you	that	not	only	the	pattern	on	the	wings	but	even	the	shape	of	the	wings	themselves	can	differ	a	lot.	So	feel	free	to	experiment	with	your	wings.	Change	the	size.	Change	the	shape.	Change	the	pattern.	I	drew	three	more	realistic	butterfly	wings	using	reference	photos.	These	patterns	look	much	more	complex	than	simple	circles.
But	I	promise	you,	with	a	little	practice	and	patience,	you	can	do	it	too!	How	to	draw	a	cute	butterfly	cartoon	If	you	want	to	make	a	cute	cartoon	version	of	your	butterfly	I	can	do	so	be	following	the	same	steps	in	this	tutorial!	Just	change	the	following	things:	Make	the	body	smaller	Make	the	head	and	wings	bigger	Add	two	big	eyes	to	the	head	If	you
follow	these	steps,	you	might	end	up	with	a	cute	butterfly	like	this:	Also	try	one	of	our	other	how	to	draw	tutorials:	How	to	draw	a	cute	owl	How	to	draw	a	bunny	How	to	draw	simple	patterns	1	Draw	a	tall,	narrow	oval	near	the	middle	of	your	page	for	the	butterfly’s	body.	Make	the	oval	small	enough	that	you’ll	have	room	for	the	wings	on	either	side.	If
you’re	using	a	standard	8	by	11	inch	(20	by	28	cm)	sheet	of	paper,	about	1–2	inches	(2.5–5.1	cm)	tall	should	work.[12]	2	Sketch	a	small	circle	on	top	of	the	body	for	the	head.	Make	the	circle	the	same	width	as	the	body	and	about	¼	the	height.[13]	3	Add	an	upside-down	triangle	on	each	side	of	the	body	for	the	upper	half	of	the	wings.	Start	and	end
each	triangle	at	the	top	of	the	body,	right	where	it	meets	the	head.	Angle	each	triangle	upward	slightly	so	the	top	edge	of	each	wing	is	at	an	angle. Finally,	draw	a	small	crescent	shape	underneath	the	first	arch	and	in	between	the	2	upside-down	arches.[16]	The	arches	and	crescent	shape	will	give	the	butterfly’s
head	dimension	and	make	it	look	more	realistic.	6	Draw	2	semicircles	above	the	arch	for	the	butterfly’s	eyes.	Sketch	one	eye	on	the	left	side	of	the	arch,	and	one	eye	on	the	right	side.	Make	the	semicircles	big	enough	that	the	top	of	each	semicircle	touches	the	perimeter	of	the	head.[17]	7	Add	2	curved	lines	on	top	of	the	head	for	the	antennae	and
connect	them	at	the	base.	Have	the	antenna	on	the	left	side	of	the	head	curve	slightly	to	the	left,	and	have	the	antenna	on	the	right	side	of	the	head	curve	slightly	to	the	right.	Make	each	antenna	about	as	long	as	the	height	of	the	body,	or	slightly	shorter.	Then,	draw	a	small	“M”	shape	between	the	bottom	of	each	antenna,	inside	of	the	circle	you	drew
for	the	head,	to	connect	them.[18]	Try	to	make	the	antennae	symmetrical.	8	Sketch	a	“V”	shape	near	the	middle	of	the	body	to	create	distinct	segments.	Start	about	¼	of	the	way	down	the	body	on	the	left	side.	Then,	draw	a	“V”	shape	inside	of	the	body,	with	the	peak	of	the	“V”	falling	slightly	above	the	center	of	the	body.	End	the	“V”	shape	about	¼	of
the	way	down	the	body	on	the	right	side.[19]	Above	the	“V”	shape	is	the	butterfly’s	thorax.	Below	the	“V”	shape	is	its	abdomen.	9	Round	out	the	triangles	and	add	more	detail	to	refine	the	upper	half	of	the	wings.	Using	the	upside-down	triangles	as	a	guide,	either	reshape	the	triangles	so	the	sides	are	curved	and	the	corners	are	rounded,	or	draw	new
wings	over	the	top	of	the	guidelines	(you	can	always	erase	the	triangles	later).	Either	way,	make	the	top	and	bottom	edge	of	each	upper	portion	of	the	wings	curved. Start	the	“U”	shape	at
the	side	of	the	body,	and	end	it	about	halfway	across	the	top	side	of	each	lower	wing.	Then,	draw	straight	lines	extending	from	the	“U”	shape	to	the	small	arcs	on	the	lower	half	of	the	wings.	Angle	the	lines	on	the	outer	half	of	the	“U”	shape	out	away	from	the	body,	and	angle	the	lines	on	the	inner	half	in	toward	the	body.[23]	13	Erase	any	of	the
leftover	guidelines	to	clean	up	your	drawing.	If	you	drew	over	the	upside-down	triangles	and	“U”	shapes	that	you	initially	drew	for	the	wings,	erase	those	shapes	now. You	can	get	creative	and	both	draw	and	color	your	butterfly	with	different	colors	and	patterns!	The	trickiest	part	of	drawing	a	butterfly	is	getting	its	wins	to	look	symmetrical	or	equal	on	both	sides.	To	make	it	easier	to	eyeball	the	wings	symmetry	we’re	going	to	draw	both	wings	together	in	unison.	It’s	much	easier	that	way.	Let’s	get	to	it	and	draw	a
beautiful	butterfly!	Click	on	the	image	below	or	this	link	[how	to	paint	a	butterfly	Youtube	tutorial]	to	start	watching	the	full	length	video.	Draw	the	butterfly’s	head	thorax	and	abdomen.	This	trick	will	centre	the	butterfly	in	the	middle	of	your	paper.	The	body	is	made	of	the	head	(a	circle),	a	middle	thorax	(oval),	and	abdomen	(oblong	oval),	2	eyes
(semi-circles	on	either	side	of	the	head)	and	2	antennae.	Fun	Fact:	some	butterflies	antennae	are	straight	and	some	are	curved,	depending	on	the	butterfly	species.	Draw	2	curved	lines	from	the	top	of	part	of	body	(on	either	side).	Try	to	make	these	lines	equal	in	length	and	arch.	Draw	2	straight	lines	from	the	center	of	the	body	(on	either	side).	Make
the	lines	equal	in	length.	Draw	2	curved	lines	from	the	bottom	part	of	the	body	(on	either	side).	Make	lines	both	the	same	length	and	arch.	Draw	a	squiggly	line	to	connect	the	top	of	the	wing	to	the	middle	(horizontal)	line.	Do	this	for	both	sides	of	the	wing	Draw	2	diagonal	lines	from	the	end	of	the	middle	line.	Make	sure	they	are	the	same	length.
Draw	2	semi-circles	connected	the	diagonal	lines	from	last	step	and	bottom	arch	lines.	Your	butterfly	overall	shape	is	now	complete.	Take	a	step	back	and	make	sure	both	sides	are	looking	roughly	equal.	Take	this	chance	to	fix	any	areas	that	stick	out.	TIP:	It	also	helps	to	flip	your	picture	upside	down	and	take	a	look.	Flipping	gives	your	eyes	a	fresh
perspective	and	you	can	much	easier	see	if	your	butterfly	is	looking	symmetrical.	Draw	4	tear	drop	shapes	inside	each	wing.	Fun	fact:	The	markings	and	color	on	a	butterflies	wings	are	different	per	species.	The	colors	and	patterns	help	the	butterfly	to	camouflage,	protect,	attract	mates	and	more.	If	you	want	some	inspiration	for	your	butterfly	art
check	out	this	website	which	has	pictures	of	50+	species.	Draw	7	straight	lines	in	each	wing	quadrant	(from	the	tear	drop	shape	to	the	outer	edge).	Draw	a	bubble	like	border	around	the	outer	edge	of	the	wings	Using	your	pencil	fill	in	the	bordered	area	between	the	bubble	border	and	outer	wing.	Add	some	semi-circles	and	“D”	shapes	for	the	top	3
sections	on	the	top	of	the	wings.	We	will	fill	in	around	them	in	the	next	step	Fill	in	around	the	patterns	you	drew	in	the	previous	step	(using	pencil).	Also	draw	small	circles	along	to	top	edges	of	the	wings	Thicken	all	the	lines	between	the	sections	on	both	wings	Fill	in	the	body,	and	you’re	done!
