Solana	Beach	and	Zone	2	contains	Sorrento	Valley.	Zone	3	covers	both	Old	Town	and	the	Santa	Fe	Depot.	Each	station	offers	free	parking,	even	letting	vehicles	remain	overnight. Easily	the	prettiest	station	along	the	route,	Atchison,	Topeka,	and	Santa	Fe	Railroad	built	it	in	1915	right	on	the	harbor.	It	exemplifies	the	Mission	Revival	Style	that	dominated	Southern	California
architecture	at	that	time,	with	its	grand	towers	and	cavernous	waiting	room. It	allows	for	easy	access	to	the	Cruise	Ship	Terminal	on	Broadway	Pier	and	all	the	local	excursions	at	the	waterfront.	An
incredible	variety	of	attractions	await	travelers	who	disembark	at	the	station. Nearby	stand	the	USS	Midway	and	Maritime	Museum,	the	Gaslamp	District,	Seaport	Village,	and	Embarcadero	all	sit	within	comfortable	walking	distance. This	temporary	station	sits	at	the	station	of	the	same	name	on	the	Trolley	Green	line,	providing	easy	transfers	to	that	system.
