To make a final choice, you'll have to draw on your DSM knowledge, which hopefully includes this: Forced vomiting is regularly associated
with bulimia. In this case, anorexia nervosa, binge-eating/purging type, is more appropriate given the client's focus on weight and her underweight appearance. Those with bulimia often maintain an appropriate BMI. A less than 85% expected body weight is a DSM criteria for anorexia. The correct answer is D, anorexia nervosa. What's the best way
to prepare for the LCSW exam?
